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Jr Officiating Training and Observations Events (Jrs)

R1 – Head of the Team
· Be confident – stand tall, blow your whistle loud and have a good time
· Use your whole team…don’t forget about your R2 and LJ’s, especially if you are blocked or screened from seeing the play, you’re still a team when you officiate work together!
· Make sure you are scanning the court and everyone is ready, including the ref crew 
· Watch the play develop – beat the ball to the hands so you can see the contact 
· Try to stay consistent with your judgement calls (ex. caught, thrown and doubles) based on the level of play you are officiating. 

R2 – Net, Subs, and TO
· Put your whistle in your mouth and DON’T LEAN ON THE POLE
· Blow your whistle loud and step out on Subs and TO – Time the 30 sec TO also
· When play is at the net … watch players go Up – Down – Away from the net 
· Call the antenna on your side…Blow your whistle loud and step out
· Always ensure your Scorer’s table is ready before giving the court back to R1
· Copy R1 signals at end of rally, except authorization of serve and ball served into the net

Line Judges – FLATS
F- foot-faults    L- lines    A- antennas    T- touches    S- Standing positions on TO & serve
· Pay attention – don’t watch the people walking by!
· On close line plays (in/out) focus on the line and see the ball hitting the floor
· Close plays have good eye contact with the Officials
· Problems with anyone yelling at you - come and tell the Officials ASAP
· Not ball retrievers – stay on the line and make the call
 
Scorer – Everyone can wait on us – we are the Officiating Team!
· NO PHONES or EATING during the game—keep the table clean
· Make sure you are ready and have everything recorded before play resumes
· Ensure you see or a teammate tells you the number of the server every time.
· TALK TALK TALK ...but about the game -- sub this side, libero in/out, score is, etc.
· Make sure the scores are correct and the correct team is recorded winning the match

Assistant Scorer (Libero Tracker) / Flipper 
· NO PHONES or EATING during the game – keep the table clean
· TALK TALK TALK ...but about the game -- sub this side, libero in/out, score is, etc.
· Assistant scorer - record all the libero replacements, subs and libero serving position – notify R2 of any issues ASAP
· Flipper help the table with calling out the score at the time of subs, tracking libero replacements, and calling out all sub numbers if needed.
· Flipper - Do your best “Vanna White” and show the score often to the coaches and parents
· Scorer table work as a team and help everyone

· Whistles for R1 and R2

· Timer – stop watch or watch
· Flags 
· Ball pump and gauge
